Responses:  Joy Barnett asked for prayers for her family 
last Sunday.  Let’s remember to honor this request and 
others who have come forward in recent weeks. 
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Do you ever think 
about what people 
will remember about 
you after you die? I 
at tended Gerald 
Jack’s funeral.  I had 
not planned to attend 
his service because I 
barely knew him.  I 
had come to put in a 

few hours at the office and was dressed 
in my usual jeans and t-shirt, not really 
fitting for a funeral.  I sat at my desk and 
looked out the window watching the 
multitude of people file into the build-
ing.  I thought, “Wow! This must have 
been a great man.”  I decided to sit on 
the back pew in the foyer and listen to 
the words spoken on behalf of this man.  
It was indeed a celebration of his life.  
Coach Stallings spoke of wonderful 
memories he had with his best friend.  
He quoted from a poem called, The 
Dash. (This poem refers to the dates on a 
tombstone and the years between those 
dates.) I sat and thought about the words 
of that poem for a long time.  We all get 
caught up in this fast paced race we call 
“life.”  We want to be successful at what 
we do, whether it is being successful at 
our jobs or raising our kids to be suc-
cessful in theirs.  However, we some-
times rate success by what we own or 
how high we can climb in our careers or 
how much money we have in our bank 
account.  In the end, when someone is 
standing there recounting the wonderful 
memories they have of you, I guarantee 
that none of those things matter….yet 
for many of us, that is our life.  I know 
we all need to be productive citizens and 
do the best we can for our families.  But 
what I wonder is how many of us put our 
heart and soul into making memories 
with people we love.  Whether we are 
trying to carve out time for extended 
family during the holidays; or just taking 
a moment to smile, to encourage, to cry 
with a friend; or doing all we can to 
serve someone in need, we have to be 
intentional. We have to take the focus 
off of ourselves and live our life in a 
way that benefits someone else.  When 
it’s all said and done, those who benefited 
from knowing you will be praising  the 
mark you left on their life.  I think Gerald 
Jack left an incredible mark on many peo-
ple’s lives.  What will your mark be?  
How are you living out your dash? 
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 Every day of 
our lives we confront 
difficulties, economic 
problems, health prob-
lems, emotional prob-
lems, and spiritual 
problems, but the 
wonderful thing we 
need to understand is 

that all of this will be transitory; we have  
a better hope in heaven. 
 Do you realize that we have a 
wonderful hope through Christ?  It is very 
good to know that after all the problems 
we encounter in this life, we have hope of 
a better future in heaven.  We are not  
citizens of the earth wanting to go to 
heaven; we are citizens of heaven in   
transition on this earth. 
 I remember two brothers in 
Christ who were struggling with health 
issues and were encouraging each other.  
They said it would be terrible after all 
their struggles in  life on this earth if they 
didn’t have the hope that we have in 
Christ to be in a better place.   
 It’s sad how people stop thinking 
about heaven, or even sadder they do not 
believe in heaven.  Our Lord Jesus Christ 
was clear in his promises about heaven in 
John 14:1-3 and Revelation 21:22-27. 
 Sometimes we don’t do heaven 
justice when we try to express with words 
and ideas what heaven will be like.  We 
don’t do justice to this topic. 
 In history there is a story about a 
little girl who was born blind. She never 
had the chance to see the world around 
her.  A very good doctor knew about the 
girl and he believed that he could do   
surgery to recover her vision; so they did 
the surgery.  Afterward, they waited a 
period of time before taking the bandages 
off her eyes. The girl and her mother were 
very exited that day. The doctor removed 
the bandages and she could see!  She first 
saw the face of the doctor and then the 
face of her mother for the very first time.  
Later, she had the chance to look out a 
window and she  saw the garden outside 
with flowers and birds, and then she said 
to her mother: “Mother, why didn’t you 
tell me that everything was so beautiful?” 
And she replied, “I tried baby, but you 
needed to see it for yourself.”  Heaven is 
like that. Until we see heaven...we will 
never really understand what it is. 
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How can you tell if 
someone is a Godly 
person?  Unfortunately, 
we can’t look at some-
one’s outward appear-
ance and recognize 
their spiritual attrib-
utes.  It actually can be 
a pretty difficult task 
determining people’s 

spirituality. Even people that we think are 
spiritual, may not be.  The religious lead-
ers during Jesus’ day were supposed to be 
spiritual but Jesus was constantly chal-
lenging that assumption.  I wonder if  
Jesus would challenge us?  We all feel 
pretty comfortable looking at one another 
and saying that we are spiritual, but are 
we?  So again I ask, what makes a Godly 
person?  Each one of us can probably 
come up with different qualifiers for 
spiritual people, but I would like to toss 
out a few of my own.  A life changed by 
the word of God.  It is one thing to read 
your Bible, it is another thing to do what 
it says.  It is nice to hear about hospitality, 
it is another thing to do it.  It is one thing 
to read about “confessing your sins one to 
another” but it is another thing to do it.  
Another hallmark of a spiritual person is 
their security with who they are in Christ.  
In other words, someone who knows they 
don’t have it all together and don’t pre-
tend to.  Someone who is secure, not wor-
rying about what everyone else might be 
thinking, because they know they are 
ultimately trying to please God and not 
men. I could list others, but consider what 
is on your list.  Then ask yourself, are you 
doing or being any of those things?
