Do not allow fa-
miliarity to rob you of the joys God has for you. He is   
worthy of your praise today. His birth is the greatest news 
in the world! Everything about His birth ends in the glory of 
God. Come catch a glimpse of that glory!  As we look at the 
story in Luke 2, we will see that two individuals waited in 
anticipation to see Jesus.  We’ll explore this morning the 
meaning for our own lives as wait in anticipation.
