The general looked him 
straight in the eye and said firmly: “Soldier, get 
in there and fight—or change your name!” 
 

What is our name??  As the apostle John says, because of the great 
love the Father has on us, we are called Children of God.  Alexan-
der the Great wanted his name to be a symbol of courage; our name 
carries with it assurance of victory.  As Christians, we know it is a 
victory of faith, but faith in what?  Faith in Jesus Christ, the Son of 
God.  As we will explore together this morning, the only way that 
we overcome life in this world is to believe that Jesus is the Son of 
God.  Whatever is on your heart this morning, Jesus calls us to give 
Him everything.  He invites us to come to Him so He can give us 
rest that we all so desperately need. 
 
The better we come to know and love Jesus, the easier it is to trust 
Him with the needs and battles we face in this life.  The more we 
get to know Jesus, the better we love Him, and the better we love 
Him the more we become like Him— “conformed to the image of 
His Son.” (Rom.8:29)
