
The idea for creating a day for children to honor 
their fathers began in Spokane, Washington. A 
woman by the name of Sonora Smart Dodd 
thought of the idea for Father’s Day while    
listening to a Mother’s Day sermon in 1909. 
Having been raised by her father, after her 
mother died, Sonora wanted her father to know 
how special he was to her.  One time a little boy 
was asked to define Father’s Day and he said, 
“It’s just like Mother’s Day, only you don’t 

spend as much on the present.” 
 
Dads, I ask you this morning, “how are you doing as a husband, 
father, and spiritual leader in your home?”  Our culture would look 
at that question today and say that’s not very manly.  Spiritually 
speaking we are all supposed to be “manly.”  King David was 
manly in this way—he killed a nine foot tall man, a lion, and a bear 
with only a sling. 
 
But you see, manliness isn’t measured only by the size of our    
biceps or the courage of our hearts.  David understood this. Listen 
to some of his last words to his son, Solomon: 
 
I Kings 2:1-3 says, “As David’s time to die drew near, he charged 
Solomon his son, saying, ‘I am going the way of all the earth. Be 
strong, therefore, and show yourself a man.  Keep the charge of the 
LORD your God, to walk in His ways, to keep His statutes, His 
commandments, His ordinances, and His testimonies, according to 
what is written in the Law of Moses, that you may succeed in all 
that you do and wherever you turn…’”  
 
Even though David had failed many times, he was a man who knew 
firsthand the power of walking with God.  Fathers, are you passing 
along your spiritual wisdom to your kids? Do they know God’s 
statutes, commands, ordinances, and testimonies? Have you taught 
them from your personal experiences with God?  We need to be 
careful to not let our children pass us by without leaving a signifi-
cant mark in their spiritual walk with God.

Our treasure is hidden in a very safe 
place, and that place is in heaven with 
Christ.  Colossians 3:1-3 says our life is 
hidden with Christ in God, and if it is in 
that place, we never will lose it.
